(Isaiah 48:12-16, John 15:26-27)  

3. We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, in His virgin birth, in His sinless life, in His miracles, 

in His vicarious and atoning death through His shed blood, in His bodily resurrection, in His ascension 

to the right hand of the Father, and in His personal return in power and glory to rule a thousand years. 

(John 11:25-26, John 14:2-3)  

4. We believe in the blessed hope – the rapture of the Church at Christ’s second coming. (Thessalonians 

4:16-18, Titus 2:13)  

5. We believe the only means of being cleansed from sin is through repentance and faith in the precious 

blood of Christ and that he is the ONLY way to salvation. (1 John 1:7 & 9, Hebrews 10:22, John 14:6) 

We believe the redemptive work of Christ on the cross provides healing of the human body in answering 

to believing prayer.  (James 5:14-15, 1 Peter 2:24)  

6. We believe that for salvation of lost and sinful man regeneration by the Holy Spirit is absolutely 

essential. We believe that salvation is based on grace and grace alone, not by any works. (John 14:26, 

Romans 8:26)  

7. We believe the baptism in the Holy Spirit is given to believers who ask for it. (Acts 2:4)  

8. We believe in the sanctifying power of the Holy Spirt by whose indwelling the Christian is enabled to 

live a holy life. (John 14:26, Romans 8:26)  

9. We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in our Lord Jesus Christ, and that all believers are members 

of His Body, the Church. (Philippians 2:1-4)  

10. We believe that God wonderfully and immutably creates each person male and female.  These two 

distinct, complementary genders together reflect the image and nature of God. (Genesis 1:26-27)  

11. We believe that the term “marriage” has only one meaning; the uniting of one man and one woman in a 

single exclusive union, as delineated in Scripture. (Genesis 2:18-25, Matthew 19:5-6, Mark 10:6-9,        

1 Corinthians 6:9)  

12. We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; they that are saved into everlasting life, and 

they that are lost into everlasting damnation. (John 5:28-29; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17)
